General Guidelines
· [bookmark: _GoBack]This Independent Study folder has been provided by the academy to assist pupils in organising and planning their homework, Knowledge Organisers and Extended Projects.
· Independent Study folders are to be brought to school every day and taken to every lesson. 
· Tutors will check folders regularly to see that they are appropriately organised. 
· Folders requiring replacement will need to be paid for, £5 each.
· Pupils should be spending between one and three hours each school evening on homework or revision.
Knowledge Organisers
· Hard copies of Knowledge Organisers will be provided within lessons, but online copies can be found on the pupil ClassCharts app using the homework tab. 
· Knowledge Organisers will be regularly tested by teachers. Pupils should spend their dedicated homework time working as directed by teachers; reading, memorising and revising the required factual detail for each unit. Parents can support pupils by testing them on areas identified on the Knowledge Organisers. 
· Pupils will be asked to show evidence of their revision strategies in their folder along with the Knowledge Organisers.
· Pupils who are struggling to use the Knowledge Organisers effectively will be invited with parents/carers to support evenings to work alongside subject teachers. 

Written homework
· Pupils will be set tasks linked to the specification requirements of their chosen GCSE courses, details will be given in class and added to the class charts homework tab. 
· All work is to be presented neatly in the plastic files. Handwriting should be neat, with attention paid to correct grammar and punctuation.
