Lesson One

Devising is a group collaboration (working together) in response to a stimulus leading to the creation of an original performance. Devising in drama demands inventiveness, an understanding of the rules of structuring a piece of theatre and a readiness to collaborate with others. The teacher can select any stimulus, or any combination of stimuli: an image, a text (such as a poem, story, or piece of non-fiction), an object or a piece of music, for example. A stimulus does not have to be a script. There are many different starting points for creating original work like photographs, props, music or just about anything that takes your fancy.
From here the possibilities are endless. Groups must work collaboratively to generate the devised performance and to challenge each other to develop creative ways of using voice, movement, and space. 
A successful devised performance reflects a disciplined attitude towards editing and structuring that allows what the group wants (the intention of the creative piece) to be clearly communicated to an audience.

Evacuation tried to ensure the safety of young children from the cities that were in danger of German bombing, cities like London, Coventry, Birmingham, and Portsmouth.
School children and their teachers, mothers with children under five, pregnant women and disabled people were all evacuated. They would travel out of the cities via trains and roads.
Being a child and an evacuee must have been scary and exciting at the same time. The children had to leave their families and homes behind and try to fit in with host families in the country.
Children had labels attached to them, as though they were parcels. They stood at railway stations not knowing where they were going nor if they would be split from brothers and sisters who had gathered with them. They felt scared about being away from their families but also excited about going to a place they had never seen before and only read about in books.
The children arrived in the countryside, tired, hungry, and uncertain whether they would ever see their families again.
They were taken to the village hall, where they would be met by the billeting officer (the person in charge of finding them homes). A selection process would then take place, where host families (the people they were going to live with) haggled over the most presentable children while the sicklier and grubbier children were left until last.

Task One
Read the following definition of Tableaux.

Tableau is the theatrical technique in which actors freeze in poses that create a picture of one important moment in the play. The name of this strategy comes from the term tableau vivant which means “living picture.”  In this activity, students create a still picture, without talking, to capture and communicate the meaning of a concept. Students must truly understand the meaning of a concept or idea in order to communicate it using physical poses, gestures, and facial expressions rather than words.
This technique is similar to freeze frame, in that, it is a 'still representation', but it is used to explore a single expression of an idea or viewpoint rather than a 'moment-in-time'.

The National Service (Armed Forces) Act enforced recruitment of all males aged between 18 and 41 who then had to register for service. Those medically unfit were exempted, as were others in key industries and jobs such as baking, farming, medicine, and engineering.  Even though it was only mandatory that those aged between 18 and 41 to enlist, there were some youngsters who took this opportunity to fight for their country and the youngest person to enrol in Britain was only 12 years old. 
With thousands of men away serving in the armed forces, British women took on a variety of jobs during the Second World War. They also played a vital role on the home front, running households and fighting a daily battle of rationing, recycling, reusing, and cultivating food in allotments and gardens.
From 1941, women were called up for war work, in roles such as mechanics, engineers, munitions workers, air raid wardens, bus and fire engine drivers.
At first, only single women, aged 20-30 (some even younger) were called up, but by mid-1943, almost 90 per cent of single women and 80 per cent of married women were working in factories, on the land or in the armed forces.

Now we have created a storyboard for the tale of jack and the beanstalk.
A storyboard is an outline or a draft line of a production made up of consequential pictures. A panel or series of panels on which a set of sketches is arranged depicting consecutively the important changes of scene and action. Storyboards are a visual script or a plan that will tell the story. 
We are now going to create a storyboard based on our evacuee story. Here are some pointers to creating your own storyboard. 
1. Make a priority list. Take your script and think of the most important parts of your script that will need to be drawn. What parts will have the most impact on your audience and share your message? You will need at least 6 priority scenes.
2. Sketch it out. Start sketching out each scene in separate boxes. This is a rough sketch in pencil so you can make any edits you need to. 
3. Fill in details. Your storyboard has to contain the most important elements of each scene. But while it’s a static image, the end result will be a movement that follows the entire storyline. With that in mind, be sure to indicate motion in your storyboard. For example, you can indicate the direction a person is walking with arrows. 
4. Add words. Once you’ve created the images, it might help to add additional words at the bottom of the images to give more context about what’s going on. This is a great place in the storyboard process to include anything that can’t be expressed in your simple drawings.
