· An autobiography is written from a personal point of view, using the pronouns I, me, we and our.
· This means this type of writing is very informative about a particular person – provided they are telling the truth!
· A biography is written about another person, using the pronouns he, she, them, his, her and their. 
· This type of writing is based on what the writer knows about the subject, meaning some biographies are better than others.
	Ambitions and Aspirations
· An ambition is something you really want to do that would be a major challenge/achievement for you.  
· You could have ambitions that fall into different categories: personal, education, leisure/before you are 20/before you are 30 etc…
· Kamala Harris believes that her becoming the first non-white and first female Vice President will encourage young people to become ambitious because she has broken down barriers that previously existed. 

	Past, Present, and Future Tenses
· The past tense includes everything that has ever occurred up to the present moment. A writer has decided to describe an event or incident using verbs that show it has already happened.
· Writing In the present tense uses verbs which show an action or incident is happening right now.
· Writing in future tense usually includes a reference to the possibility of something happening, using modal verbs such as may, might, could, and will.


	Heroes and Role Models
· A hero is a person who is admired for their courage, outstanding achievements, or noble qualities
· A role model is a person looked to by others as an example to be imitated.
· Ian Wright’s hero was Mr Pidgen, his PE teacher: ‘He taught me everything: how to read and how to write, how to have patience, and how to be confident and communicate, and why sometimes I would get angry. He really opened up the world to me. He made me believe that the things I did mattered.’

I am crying. I am a Sheffield schoolgirl writing in her diary about the bullies awaiting me tomorrow. They stand menacingly by the gates and lurk unseen in my head, mocking my size and status. They make a small girl shrink, and I feel insecure and frightened. I pour the feelings out into words on the page, as if exposing them in some way will help, but nobody sees my diary. It is kept in my room as a hidden tale of hurt.
Fast forward two decades and I am crying again. I am standing in a cavernous arena in London. Suddenly, the pain and suffering and frustration give way to a flood of overwhelming emotion. In the middle of this enormous arena I feel smaller than ever, but I puff out my chest, look to the flag and stand tall. It has been a long and winding road from the streets of Sheffield to the tunnel that feeds into the Olympic Stadium like an artery.
I am Jessica Ennis. I have been called many things, from tadpole to poster girl, but I have had to fight to make that progression. I smile and am polite and so people think it comes easily, but it doesn’t. I am not one of those athletes who slap their thighs and snarl before a competition, but there is a competitive animal inside, waiting to get out and fight for survival and recognition. Cover shoots and billboards are nice, but they are nothing without the work and I have left blood, sweat and tears on tracks all over the world. It is an age where young people are fed ideas of quick-fix fame and instant celebrity, but the tears mean more if the journey is hard.
So I don’t cry crocodile tears; I cry the real stuff.

DART: Margaret Atwood Biography
Born in Ottawa, Ontario, Canada, Atwood is the second of three children of Margaret, a former dietitian and nutritionist, and Carl Edmund Atwood, an entomologist. Due to her father’s ongoing research in into forests, Atwood spent much of her childhood in the backwoods of Northern Quebec and back and forth between Ottawa, Sault Ste. Marie, and Toronto.
Atwood began writing at age six and realised she wanted to write professionally when she was 16. In 1957, she began studying at Victoria College in the University of Toronto. Her professors included Jay Macpherson, and Northrop Frye. She graduated in 1961 with a Bachelor of Arts in English (honours) and minors in philosophy and French.
In 1968, Atwood married Jim Polk; they were divorced in 1973. She formed a relationship with fellow novelist Graeme Gibson soon after and moved to a farm near Alliston, Ontario, north of Toronto. In 1976 their daughter, Eleanor Jess Atwood Gibson, was born. The family returned to Toronto in 1980.
Recently Margaret Atwood has been working with the peoples in the Gulf of Mexico in an event called “Earth Day” after a devastating oil spill savaged the land. She was engaged in several activities in and around Earth Day, including an appearance at the Earth Day event in Washington, D.C, where she learned of many organizations she had not known about before.
Margaret Atwood is also involved in many other events around America, such as the World Book Fare.  She writes:
“The conference itself was a swirl of ideas- they're multiplying like amoebas in a well-stocked petrie dish – but the short message is: The book is not dead. Reading is not dead. The human interest in stories is not dead.”
Margaret says that she is always reading new books and is always writing books to be published in the future. Margaret is also heavily involved in producing a series of poems to be published in 2013, including poems that she writes on her blog.

DART: Average Age for Life Milestones
The average age to tie the knot is 26, while buying your first home happens a year later, according to research.
A detailed study of 2,000 adults found the ages at which life’s special moments are most likely to happen, with your first kiss at 15 and getting your first real boyfriend or girlfriend at 17. Sadly, this is followed by a first heartbreak at the age of 18.
Music fans will attend their first gig at the age of 16, while thrill-seekers will experience their first rollercoaster ride when they are just 12.
It also emerged 73 per cent like to document their special moments with photos or videos, with 36 per cent admitting they spend hours scrolling back through social media to re-live good times.
Melissa Bentley, marketing manager for French bakery brand, Brioche Pasquier, which commissioned the research, said: “Many of us can still remember big life events, even if they happened decades ago. First loves, first jobs, and our first beers are all imprinted on our memories – even if sometimes we can’t remember where our glasses are today. But even though memory is a great way of capturing these times, having them in photos and videos is really great to relive some of the key moments of our lives.”
The study also found Brits go on their first flight at 14 and on their first holiday without their parents when they’re 20 years old. They’ll also first move out of their parents’ home at the age of 21 – the same year they’re likely to pass their driving test.
Other key life milestones include learning to ride a bike by the age of seven, mastering swimming the year after and joining their first sports team at 11.
Brits are also likely to have their first child at the age of 28, and upgrade from their first home when they’re 31.
It also emerged one in three feel their best life moment was the birth of their first child – with just one in ten selecting their wedding day. Another 46 per cent of Brits spend ‘a lot’ of time reminiscing about the past, according to OnePoll.com.
During the average week, they’ll photograph or video five events that may or may not become a special memory in years to come. Four times as many people prefer to capture a special moment in a photograph, than on a video. Nearly one third of people only keep social media profiles on Facebook because of the photos, videos and other memories from the past. And three in 10 believe if they don’t record a special moment on film, they’re likely to forget it. Three quarters of people also regret not keeping more solid evidence from special events in their lives so far. 
Melissa Bentley added: “Whatever the special moment and whenever a person experiences it, it seems that a lot of us choose to honour the occasion in the form of a photograph. And it’s now even easier with most of us people able to reach into our pockets and capture it on our smartphones.”

DART: 'Dream with ambition, lead with conviction': Kamala Harris delivers powerful victory speech as VP-elect
America's Vice President-elect Kamala Harris delivered a rousing victory speech in Wilmington, Delaware, hitting familiar themes and hailing Joe Biden for his "audacity" in choosing a woman as his running mate. "Every little girl watching tonight sees that this is a country of possibilities," Harris said to wild cheers.
Harris' mother Shyamala Gopalan, core to every Harris stump, came in for special mention. "My mother Shyamala Gopalan Harris...who is always in our hearts. When she came here from India at the age of 19, she could not have imagined this moment. But she believed so deeply in America, where a moment like this is possible. And so I'm thinking about her, and about the generations of women, Black women, Native American women who have paved the way for this moment tonight."
Harris arrived in a motorcade flashing red and blue lights, the first sign that the earth has shifted from beneath the Donald Trump-Mike Pence White House. When she spoke, Harris offered glimpses of the incredible promise of multicultural America. Dressed in a luminous peach and white pantsuit with satin tones, Harris beamed as she walked on stage to the sounds of her favourite hip hop music.
Supporters sat on top of cars, waved flags and lightsabres, whoops of happiness echoed through the evening sky. Masks were ubiquitous, in keeping with the campaign's public health focus.
"Congressman John Lewis, before his passing, wrote democracy is not a state. It is an act. And what he meant was that America's democracy is not guaranteed. It is only as strong as our willingness to fight for it. To guard it, and never take it for granted and protecting our democracy takes struggle. It takes some sacrifices, but there is joy in it. And there is progress. Because we, the people, have the power to build a better future."
"What a testament it is to Joe's character that he has the audacity to break one of the most substantial barriers that exist in our country, and select a woman as his vice president. But while I may be the first woman in this office, I will not be the last. Because every little girl, watching tonight sees that this is a country of possibilities. And to the children of our country, regardless of your gender, our country has sent you a clear message: Dream with ambition, lead with conviction and see yourselves in a way that others may not simply because they`ve never seen it before, but know that we will applaud you every step of the way."

DART: Earning my Smile by Ian Wright
There was one man in particular who helped me through those dark times when I was a kid: Mr. Sydney Pigden, a teacher at Turnham Junior. When we moved to Honor Oak, I started going to Turnham, which was down the road from our house. And I was struggling. Really struggling. I must have been about eight years old, and I could barely read or write — not because I didn’t have the intellect, it was just that my attention span was very, very, very, very short. As soon as I couldn’t grasp something in class, I would mess around and spoil things for everyone. My teacher must have sent me outside the classroom for misbehaving nearly every week, and that’s where Mr. Pigden found me one day.
Some of you may know of him, but let me tell you how we first met. I was eight years old, standing outside my classroom, when Mr. Pigden walks past. He was a very strict man, and every time he’d pass me he’d always say, “Outside the classroom again?” It must have been after the third time he saw me that I stopped making eye contact with him. I was so scared and embarrassed. One day when he walked past,  he stopped and came back to look at me. You know when someone sees you? They’re looking at you like they can see something more? It’s hard to look back at them. Mr. Pigden gave me that kind of look and I had to look down at the ground. And then he went into my classroom to talk to my teacher. He spoke to her for about 10 minutes, and when he came out he said, “Come with me.”
And then he changed my life.
We went to the library, and from that moment on I stayed with him. I went into classrooms every now and then, but the majority of the time at school I was with Mr. Pigden. He taught me everything: how to read and how to write, how to have patience, and how to be confident and communicate, and why sometimes I would get angry. He really opened up the world to me. He even made me the register monitor and the milk monitor and gave me a sense of responsibility. He made me believe that the things I did mattered, even if they were as small as collecting school registers and handing out milk. It was really nice, simply because he was the first man who showed me any kind of love.
That video of when I saw him again years later and started crying? I genuinely didn’t know he was still alive. So to have this man just pop up and be there again? It was amazing. He gave me everything. Even football. When I was a kid he watched me play once and … I remember back then when I used to get close to the goal I would blast my shots. I would hit the ball so hard, as if I was trying to get all my anger out at once. But Mr. Pigden, he was the one who said to me, “Ian, you don’t have to blast it. Look where the goalkeeper is. Look where the space is. Jimmy Greaves passes it into the net.” I didn’t know who Jimmy Greaves was back then, but Mr. Pigden told me to try to score goals with finesse. “That’s the great goals, Ian,” he would say, “when the goalkeeper doesn’t even move … a great goal is where the goalkeeper’s got no chance of reaching, and he can’t blame nobody else.”

DART: A Moment that Changed me: Signing up for a half marathon – Laura Kay
Standing in the muddy field with my chubby legs – pink from the wind – poking out of my brand new polyester gym shorts, I breathlessly wobbled towards the rest of my class who had bounded on ahead. I’m a small, sweaty 11-year-old and this hellish scene was my introduction to cross-country running. In fact, it was the first time I’d run after anything that wasn’t the ice-cream van. Dragging myself around the field in front of my new class cemented it: I was not a sporty girl and it was not for me. Being bad at sports became part of my personality; I’d loudly denounce myself as terrible before anyone else could, wearing it as a badge of honour, despite feeling horrible and hopeless about it. As soon as I left school I largely gave up on exercise altogether.
This all changed last June when I signed up for the Brighton half-marathon. I had been thinking about exercise as a way to ease anxiety and I knew that if I didn’t have a goal to work towards I might not keep it up. The training admin appealed to me. I could print out plans and highlight them. I could map out routes, checking data on several apps. I dreaded the runs themselves but found that the thrill of marking off the milestones made it possible for me not only to keep going but to actually look forward to them.
I wish I could say I enjoyed the run itself but the severe wind and constant drizzle means that I can’t. Did I nearly burst into tears at the six-mile mark? Yes. Did I fantasise about tripping over so badly that I broke my ankle and had to be carried off like a hero on a stretcher? Yes.
I can honestly say that I enjoyed starting the race with one of my favourite people, for whom running was also a strange and awful experiment. I enjoyed the crowd on the home stretch who had come out in the rain to hand us sweets and tell us we were nearly there. I enjoyed the feeling that, as slow as I was, I was capable of dragging myself around for 13.1 miles in wind and rain without stopping. I enjoyed that I raised several hundred pounds for charity and that my friends and family had been kind enough to support me. I didn’t know if I would keep running after the half-marathon but I’ve found that I can’t get through the week without it. I sit at my desk and wait for the time to leave so I can move my legs and calm my chattering brain for half an hour. I have become the kind of person who recommends running to other people.

DART 2: A Moment that Changed me: Becoming godmother to a refugee’s baby – Sarah Graham
“Here, go to Auntie Sarah,” Lucy said, as she thrust her four-month-old baby into my arms – not leaving me any time to panic or protest. I’ve never felt particularly maternal. I wasn’t even sure if I wanted to have kids of my own, and other people’s babies make me nervous. Like sharks, they can usually sense my fear, and scream for their mother as soon as they come into contact with me. But with Tom it was different. Neither of us cried or screamed in terror; instead, I looked down at this little boy and fell head over heels in love.
It was March 2016 and I was six months into my communications role at Women for Refugee Women (WRW), which I left earlier this year. I’d travelled 100 miles to interview a case study as part of our research on the detention of pregnant asylum seekers in Yarl’s Wood. But Lucy was already so much more than just a case study – and I knew from that moment that “Auntie Sarah” was a job for life.
Tom and I were sitting on the bed in Lucy’s dark, cramped asylum accommodation, while she microwaved the lunch I’d bought for the two of us. It was only the second time I’d ever met him in the flesh, but I’d never before felt so invested in someone’s future.
My husband and I visit Lucy and Tom every few months, and they recently came to stay for a summer holiday in London with us. It’s been a pleasure to watch them flourish in their new lives, but – more than that – it’s been a real honour to share so much of each other’s cultures and experiences. Her jollof rice is out of this world, but so too is her ability to create such a positive and loving future out of something so bleak.
Campaigning for refugee rights, particularly in the current political climate, can make you feel jaded and pessimistic pretty quickly. But I am constantly inspired by Lucy’s hope and faith that everything will work out for the best. She gives me the strength to keep fighting for a better world – and her son gives me the reason.
