KO- Knowledge Organiser 
1. We can analyse music through watching and listening to performance.
Key points to analyse are, melody, harmony, instrumentation, and structure.
Music has a time signature, which is how many beats are in a bar, “All Blues” is written in 6/8.
A tremolo is playing two different notes very fast. 
Playing or singing more than one pitched note at the same time creates a harmony.

2. We can add a 7th note to the chords in the 12-bar blues to make it more interesting and more authentic to the blues genre. 
A walking bass line is the same as the chords in the 12-bar blues but broken up.
We can make a more interesting sounding walking bass line by adding the 6th and flattened 7th to the chord. 
A repeated melodic theme in blues music is called a blues “head”.
Miles Davis was a famous blues musician and composer- he composed the classic “All Blues”

3. An accompaniment is the musical support in a band, they play the chords and rhythm, backing up the melodic ideas. Typical instruments that play the accompaniment are, piano, drums, guitar, and bass guitar.
In the twelfth bar of the 12-bar blues you can play either chord I or V.  If you play chord V instead of I, it is known as a turnaround chord. 
By consistently reflecting on our own performance, we can improve every time we practise. 

4. Blues music uses swung rhythms which can be called a shuffle beat on the drums. It is a mixture of long notes followed by short ones. The main parts of a drum kit used in blues music is the snare (has a crackle sound), Hi-hat cymbals (High and tinny sounding), and the Bass/ Kick drum (very low sound, like a thud). Each separate part is represented on different lines of the stave to show the drum notation. We can add a swung rhythm to walking bass lines to make them sound more interesting. Vamping styles in blues music are, playing chord IV at the same time, adding an octave in the left-hand part, splitting the chords and playing the in a different rhythm, using the 7th note as a passing note into the next chord. 

5. Improvisation is the art of making up music on the spot or in the moment and is a large feature in blues music.
Melody is the main tune in any piece of music.
A chord progression is a sequence of chords played in a certain order.
12-bar blues is a well-known chord progression of 12 bars using the primary chords.
The blues scale is a scale, which is often the basis for improvisation, especially in the 12-bar blues.
Call and response is a compositional technique that works similarly to a conversation. A “phrase” of music serves as the “call,” and is “answered” by a different phrase of music. These phrases can be either vocal, instrumental, or both.

The album Kind of Blue by Miles Davis, which features the iconic composition “All Blues,” is the best-selling jazz album of all time. In the new American Masters series documentary about Davis, The Birth of the Cool, the story of the Kind of Blue sessions is chronicled as a defining moment in American music history. And that’s not just jazz history, but the history of all of modern music.
In the key of G, “All Blues” is a 12-bar blues in 6/8 time with a fairly basic progression comprised entirely of 7th chords. The piece is a favorite at jam sessions because it’s relatively easy to solo over when compared to something like Coltrane’s “Giant Steps.” But the majority of people who are familiar with the composition are probably unaware that the song actually had lyrics written it to soon after Davis recorded it, and has been recorded by Ernestine Anderson, Rachel Gould, Kellye Gray, and by the man who wrote the words himself, Oscar Brown Jr.

Improvise your own tune
Improvising is a great instrumental skill to have, but it can require some hard work at the beginning. When you are starting out, the first thing to remember is that you shouldn’t worry about making any mistakes - some improvisations will sound a little more ‘musical’ than others. Play a few notes on an instrument of your choice and take it from there - you don’t need to be an expert.
One of the best ways into improvisation is the 12-bar blues. This is a well-known, simple chord progression which gives you an opportunity to try out some of your ideas.
