Weeks 8 & 9 of Autumn Term: 
Blues music was first played in the 19th Century
Blues originated from the south of America, the Mississippi delta
Originally blues was played by a solo singer playing guitar or banjo
Crossroad Blues is a song written and sung by Robert Johnson
'In C' means that C is the first note and the key of the blues piece. The other notes are F & G for 12-Bar Blues
F is the 1st note, Bb is the 4th note and C is the 5th note of the scale if the Blues is played in F

Weeks 10 & 11 of Autumn Term: 
African slaves were brought over to do hard manual work.
The lyrics of the song, ‘Wade in the Water’, helped slaves escape by swimming in the river  
Roman numerals were used to show which chords to play, (I) means the first. 
Roman numerals were used to show which chords to play, (IV) means the fourth in the scale. 
Roman numerals were used to show which chords to play, (V) means the fifth.
A 'turn around' chord makes the piece sound like it is going to continue. For the Blues, we use the fifth chord (V) instead of I

Weeks 12 & 13 of Autumn Term: African people brought their musical traditions like chants, tribal music and drumming music.
Blues music inspired rock and roll artists like Little Richard to write hits like Tutti Frutti
Kick, snare and hi-hat can create a basic shuffle beat for 12-Bar blues
A walking bass line is the notes of the chords 'broken' into an ascending and descending pattern. E.g. C E G E
Double shuffle rhythm.
Blues rhythms are played in triplets or swung shuffle feel.
If you are playing a 12 bar blues in G, the I, IV, and V chords would be G, C and D

Week 14 of Autumn Term:  
Blues started off with simple percussion instruments like tambourines with country banjos, and guitars
An example of a jazz artist on the vibraphone: Milt Jackson played vibraphone in the song "Bags Groove"
A main melody or theme that will repeat throughout a blues song is the Head.
In Bags’ Groove head there are 2 bars and a beat
Bass, piano and drums would then accompany this, typically.
