Most fansites are unofficial, but a few are officially endorsed,

where the person or organisation involved will supply material and
even help with the expense and bother of running the site. Many
unofficial fansites put a disclaimer on a visible place on the website,
which sometimes also includes the copyright of the site.

Many fans are motivated by the need to be part of a group and are
able to attend sporting events in person. In the online world, fans
ulfil this need by building or participating in online fansites.

Live streams

Live streaming is the delivery of internet content as events happen.
tis the same idea as live television in that its contents are shown
via a television signal. Live internet streaming requires something
o capture the event, such as a digital video camera, and a delivery
network to distribute and deliver the content.

Live streaming services include a wide variety of topics, ranging
rom social media to video games, but ofteninclude sporting action.
Apps such as Facebook Live and Periscope include the streaming
of scheduled promotions and events, as well as streaming between
users: User interaction via chatrooms forms a major component of
ive streaming. Facebook Live and Periscope also include the ability
o talk to the broadcaster or participate in conversations in chat.

P2P sharing
P2P sharing [peer-to-peer file sharing) is the distribu ion and
sharing of digital media using P2P networking technology. The
technology allows users to-access and share any digitised files such
as photos, video clips and text.

Websites such as www.sportp2p.com/ and www.p2pbu.biz/ stream live
sports events.

Podcasts )
A podeast is a series of digital audio or video files that can be
downloaded and watched or listened to. Many are based on a
subscription format, so that new podcasts are automatically
downloaded as they are made available to your designated platform -
computer, tablet or phone. The majority of podcasts are inan

audio format.

Podcasts are usually available from all the producers of digitised
media as downloads. For example, SopCast is a simple, free way to
broadcast video and audio, or watch video and listen to radio on the
